SAFETY NOTE: First check that the machine is switched off.

1. Loosen the tension off the band saw blade.
	 Keep the tension at a minimum so that the band saw blade remains securely on the wheels.

2. Attach the tension gauge arms onto the back edge of the blade.
	 Leaving a gap of around 3–4 mm between the edge and the top of the slot.

3. First tighten the knurled screw on the left side and then on the right side.
	 Ensure the tension gauge is mounted parallel.	

4. Set the dial to the zero (“0”) position by turning the dial ring.

5. Apply tension to the band saw blade. The dial then shows the corresponding value on the scale.
